Call to Order
Mark called the meeting to order at 7:08p at Trinity United Methodist Church, 824 N. Bloodworth St., Raleigh. Minutes from 7/21/16 were approved with no changes. (Gail motion, Dave second.)

Mission/Bylaws
The bylaws are still being developed. They will outline officer structure and terms, and how the group generally will operate and be governed. Mark and Kim will draft some bylaws for the group’s consideration for the November meeting.

Upcoming Events
Dave reported that Don has asked whether we want to be at an event in Oakwood on September 30, which is National Emergency Preparedness Day. It will be in the Commons at the corner of East and Boundary. One idea is to demonstrate splints using household items.

Halloween: We also have the possibility of helping to man barricades at the Oakwood Halloween event.

Oakwood Pig Pickin’: We could have a presence at this event, which is at Oakwood Cemetery on Oct. 15 from 3-6p.

Discussion about whether we could put together a small demo kit that the group can use when we attend these events. In the past, we’ve used our own equipment and supplies as demos.

City Liaison
Mark is planning to reach out to the Raleigh Fire Chief to establish a relationship with Central Raleigh CERT.

Website Update
The Central Raleigh CERT’s web site is CentralRaleighCERT.org. We are still working on content for this site. Facebook will be revisited later, as it needs someone who can commit to keeping it updated.

New Recruits
Discussion about following up with people who have expressed interest about joining our team. Dave has lists of people; Shirley offered to call people.

Training
Mark said he’d like us to establish a training schedule. We talked about ways to get people interested and introduce them to what we do. One suggestion is to have a one-hour informational session to tell people about the training, so they know they are committing to two weekends of training. We discussed using an open house format, and inviting people through the CACs, Nextdoor, neighborhood newsletters, etc. This could be our first meeting, and then set up a training schedule. We want to find fun ways to engage them quickly to get their attention and interest.

Mark wondered if we could partner with another CERT on some training, perhaps North Hills CERT. Mark will reach out to them to discuss this.

We discussed whether and how to have broader, more general meetings open to the public. For instance, our board would meet at 6p to conduct business, and then we’d have a general CERT meeting with speakers and topics that would be open to the community at large, and perhaps include some training aspects, as well. Hugh says we should have a training module every time we meet. Others agree. Shirley said she would be willing to do some aspects of training/education.

We have decided to try this at our November 17 meeting, with these tasks: 
· Shirley is going to type up the list of interested people
· Hugh will make oatmeal cookies
· Gail will bring some beverages
· Kim will advertise on Nextdoor and provide text for newsletters
· Hugh’s going to check on Oakwood newsletter deadline, and Gail will put on Oakwood listserve.
· Mark will put out list of additional tasks for volunteers.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:22p.
